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Market Improving 
As promised more market comment this month. I am quoting from 
BNZ Economist Tony Alexander's 'Real Estate Overview' of 26 July 
2011. As previously advised this is based on his survey of over 10,000 
agents nationally. 
 
"New Zealand's residential real estate market has started a cyclical 
recovery, evident now in rising turnover, rising prices, decreasing 
number of days to sell, a spike in listing shortages and entry of first 
home buyers into the market. We anticipate improving prices and 
activity over the coming couple of years however there will be      
restraint from easing net migration inflows over the coming year, 
rising interest rates, high household debt and possibly a structured 
lift in the savings rate and already high house prices compared with 
incomes." 
 

Official Cash Rate/Interest Rates 
The latest OCR review saw it unchanged at 2.5% however it is shortly 
expected to start moving up in .25% increments to be around 3.25% 
by year end and to 5% by early 2013. This means an inevitable rise in 
interest rates on mortgage loans. The BNZ is saying the current 2 
year fixed rate @ 6.45% compares favourably against a two-year 
forecast average floating rate around 7.2% and the 3 year fixed rate 
@ 6.99% is the equal best since August 2009 compared with a three-
year forecast average floating rate of around 7.6%.
